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Historical Survey and Empirical Study of the Communist Party of China in
Resolving Livelihood Issues since the Founding of the People’s Republic of China

Abstract: The future of a state or political party depends on public support. The key of getting support
lies on resolving livelihood problems wholeheartedly. In the first 30 years of the People’s Republic of China
there have been twists and turns in resolving livelihood problems by the Communist Party of China; in the latter
30 years after the reform the Communist Party of China and the Chinese government have paid extra attention
and dedication on improving people’s living standards which lead China to a rich and powerful country. Looking
back to the history there were both successful experiences and lessons of failure in the process of handling the
livelihood problems by the Communist Party of China. We can summarize the experience into four rules: accep—
ting the importance of people’s livelihood problem from a strategic point of view; sticking to the correct guiding
ideology and upholding economic development as the central task; sticking to “Development is the absolute
principle” and insisting on resolving people’s livelihood problems by the system and law.
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
