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A Comparison of Chinese Traditional Mlitary Thought Educations of the Military
Academy in the Mainland of China and Taiwan and Its Implication
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Abstract: By questionnaires interviews and other empirical research methods this paper
compares the reading and understanding ability of traditional Chinese military thought among the military
students in the Mainland of China and Taiwan and explores the differences of traditional Chinese
military thought in each curriculum. Furthermore it provides evidence to the exploration of essential
causes of the differences. It is of great significance that traditional Chinese military thought does
contribute to the triumph of modern wars under high—-tech conditions to the implement of cultural defense
strategy  to the promotion of the education reform in military academies and to the professionalization of
military officers. In order to improve the education of the traditional Chinese military thought following
suggestions should be taken under consideration: uniformly planning compulsory courses of traditional
Chinese military thought cultivating first-class faculties reading the classic and the masterpieces
combining theory with practice.
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
