Abstract: As a major figure of " Zhe Xue" in modern China Ma Yifu got through a unique academic life.
Political Crime was a book which ran over the changes of his early academic life. The rediscovery of the Chi-
nese translation of this book fulfilled the materials about the researches of his early thoughts. Through the dis—
cussion of Political Crime it could deduce the whole process of his thoughts lasting from 1903 to 1912. For
Ma Yifu the translation of this book in 1903 was a way to research western politics. But the mixed feelings of
this time made him turn from Western thought to traditional Chinese thought. In 1907 he took the opportunity
of writing the preface of the translation to express his proposition of using Western thought to assist Chinese
thought and showed new awareness of the relations between Chinese and Western thought. However the ra—
king up of Political Crime in 1912 supported him to break away from Western thought and return to Chinese
thought thoroughly. On this basis he began the life as a master of Confucianism over the following decades.
