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Title: Narrative of Space in Toni Morrison’s Home

ABSTRACT: In May 2012, Toni Morrison’s tenth novel Home was published.
It tells the story of Frank Money, a black soldier who, after returning from Vietnam,
manages to rescue his sister from death, and tries his best to construct a warm “home”
of love. With frequent changes of space, the novel presents a series of stories connecting
history and reality. This paper attempts to analyze three types of space narrative in Home:
topographical space, mental space and social space. The purpose is to figure out the vital
relationship between history and subjectivity for the black people, and how they get to
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know themselves by remembering their own history.
