The Morphological Change and Architecture History of Zicheng in Regions South of the Yangtze
River ZHONG Chong
Based on relevant literature and recent investigation and archeology results this paper probes into Zicheng
( a small city within a larger one) in regions south of the Yangtze River. It studies its distribution features
and long time evolution process and discusses such problems as its origin formation background and gene-

sis law.

Prototype Comprador during the Period of Sup Sam Hung in Qing Dynasty ZHANG Xiao — hui
The comprador system began to be gestated before the Opium War and was officially formed after it. It is
the variant of Sup Sam Hung of Guangzhou and gradually replaced the position and function of old itiner—
ant traders in Sino — western trade. Opposite to the decline of Sup Sum Hung the compradors finished
primitive accumulation of capital and accelerated the transformation from intermediator or agent of Sino —

western trade to modern entrepreneur.

Plight in Change: Probing into the Guarantee Credit of Private Lending in Modern Tianjin

The guarantee credit is one of the most important and commonly used credit forms in private lending rela—
tionships. It is important in the establishment of debit — credit relations and its repayment and also in the
development and expansion of folk commercial market. The securer shouldered certain responsibility in
this relationship and also got some earnings. However these earnings were not protected by the law. Be-
sides there were frequent frauds in the process. Despite its significance in social credit all these factors
increased risks and costs in the transaction and deteriorated the difficult situation in the private lending of

modern Tianjin.

In the period of social transition association has become an important means of gathering the collective
strength and remolding social authority for the scholars to build the social interaction network.

( a Han Dynasty term for the area west of Yumenguan including what is now Xinjiang and parts of Central

Imperial Yue Ling and Local Shi Ling in Dunhuang Regions in Han and Tang Dynasties

This paper points out that the literature about shilling ( season) in Dunhuang can be roughly divided into
two kinds: one is Yueling issued by the central dynasty and the other is local Shiling generated according
to the regional features of Dunhuang. The season knowledge shows difference in different regional scales.
The nation’ s political symbolic meaning and folk practical meaning of season met in Dunhuang literature

and formed two main aspects of season knowledge in Han and Tang dynasties.

On a Monk - folk Dispute in Hetuvidya ( Yinmin Studies) History SHEN Hai - bo
When Hetuvidya was first introduced into China people had a lot of problems in understanding and recog—
nizing it. In 655 the 6th year of Emperor Gaozong of Tang dyhasty a monk - folk dispute occurred when
medicine official Lv Cai wrote a three volume book to question the Yin Ming Ru Zheng Li Lun Annotated
by disciples of Xuanzang. This paper studies in details about this dispute and puts forth some new ideas

different from traditional views in this field in the academic world.

Patronizing the ""Enemy Country': the Promotion and Proliferation of the Guan Yu Worship at
the Jiangnan Area in the Ming Dynasty BAO Shi - qing
From the Ming Dynasty Guan Yu Worship gradually was out of its previously spontaneous and disorderly
stage. Guan Yu Worship and Guan Yu temples penetrated like islands into vast Jiangnan area and even—
tually incorporated the " Enemy Country" into its asylum system thus facilitated the standardization of the

Guan Yu Worship by the Qing central government.

Probing into the False Declaration Case about Purchasing Grain in Urumchi during the Reign of
Qianlong Emperor FANG Hua - ling
In the forty — seventh year of Qianlong ( 1782) the false declaration of grain purchase in counties like Di—
hua Urumchi was uncovered. The Qing government promptly prosecuted over 20 officials embezzling
money of the national treasury. These officials including high — ranking ones were sentenced to death or

removed from the office and confiscated property even their sons and grandsons were severely punished.

Re - discussing the Assimilation of Immigrants into Pingxiang in Middle Qing Dynasty

Since the middle of Qing dynasty a large number of immigrants got Hukou ( registered residence) of
Pingxiang Jiangxi Province. But this kind of assimilation is different from that in early Qing dynasty. It is
under the supervision of such organizations as Tuhui Jiahui and Yici and needed to sign contacts on
both the Jia and Tu levels.

On Gramophone Record and Social Change in Modern China GE Tao
Gramophones and records as new carriers recording voices were soon understood and accepted by Chinese
after they were introduced in China. They had exerted wide and sophisticated influence on social urban
life.
