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Yecheng City, Ye County and Ye Prefecture in History

Abstract. This paper describes the construction and changes of the historical develop-
ment in the ancient Yecheng. Aiming of protecting his state, Duke Huan of Qi constructed
this city. Two regimes, Later Zhao and Wei, fought for Yecheng. Then set up Ye county,
Wei prefecture and Ye prefecture here. Yecheng had ever been capitals six times in the
Wei and Jin Dynasties and the Northern Dynasties. The paper also points out that after the
burning down of this city, Ye county, Wei prefecture and Xiang Zhou moved to An’yang
city. Later for a long time, An’yang city was also named as Ye. Hence, the author believes
that Ye, as a capital, ought to be a part of the big ancient capital, An’yang. Consequently,
the relationship between Yecheng and An’yang has been clarified in the aspects of geograph-
ical evolvement.
