Despite the loss of original pictures, and the two same — named books, ~ Pictures of
Classic of Mountains and Seas”, writen separately by Zhang Sengyao (3Kf%%%) in the Six Dynas-
ties and Shu Ya (#F#E) in the Song Dynasty, the old tradition to narrate with pictures was kept in
the later same — named book drawn and circulated between the Ming Dynasty and the Qing Dynasty.
In this essay the author investigates, based on collection and comparison of the old books, the origin
and development of three editions of them, analyses the characteristics and cultural significance of
the picture books drawn in the Ming and Qing Dynasties, and approaches their narrative style to re-
late with pictures.
